Recommendations to EPA from the Water Alliance

Principles and Goals:  

Restoring the Water Commons

Integrated infrastructure planning and design in communities (all water, energy, solid 
waste, housing, transportation, etc.)

Multiple benefits – water quality protection, improved quality of life in communities, 
public health, green jobs, etc.

Sustainable Communities:

1. Co-sponsor the June 14th WERF/DWRC (Decentralized Water Resources Collaborative) briefing on integrated infrastructure and federal leadership
2. Support requests in FY2011 Appropriations bill – for incentive funding in CWSRF for green reserve projects and $100 million infrastructure challenge grant to cities and towns (conversations are already underway with Cong. Moran staff)
3. Hire coordinator for integration framework and strategy and provide funding for activities and projects
4. Elicit support and develop partnerships with stakeholder groups with expertise in integrated systems – such as WERF/DWRC, Clean Water Action, Water Alliance, LID Center, NOWRA, IWA, WEF, River Network, others
5. Develop inter-agency collaborative initiative – coordinate across water, wastewater, stormwater infrastructure programs within EPA and establish an inter-agency working group and program, in particular with DOE, and including DOD, USDA-Rural Utilities Service, 
6. Work with partners to convene a national conference, develop guidance documents, and a website/newsletter (modeled on work of green infrastructure MOU)
7. Support full inclusion of sustainable water and integrated systems in the following federal initiatives – federal facilities as early adopters:
· High-performance federal buildings
· Net-zero energy building research and projects
8. Support the water research bill (HR 1145) and implement infrastructure-related research in ORD, including research on hybrid centralized and decentralized approaches, energy and nutrient recovery from wastewater, transition management, etc.
9. Increase the Infrastructure Challenge Grant program to $1 Billion and continue incentives for CWSRF green reserve projects
10. “Crosswalk” integrated project designs across the various permits in safe drinking water, stormwater, wastewater, etc.
11. Model integrated funding from multiple agencies – for integrated water, energy, solid waste, etc. in buildings, neighborhoods, and communities
12. Propose a 21st Century Sustainability Act, which would provide communities with the flexibility and incentives for leapfrog advances made possible by integrated designs  
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
